GRAPHITE
Graphite is the hardest, most stable form of carbon and is sometimes referred to as "meta anthracite",
which would make it a higher grade of coal than the best anthracite! Graphite, fortunately, is so
dense that it is hard to ignite, so we can use it instead as the "lead" in pencils, as the electrodes in arc
lamps, as a dry lubricant for door locks, and as a mold release for specialty metal castings at very high
and very low temperatures.
b China produces about 80% of all the graphite in the world, followed by Brazil, Canada and Mexico. Graphite
occurs in three different environments: (1) crystalline flake graphite associated with quartz, micas and tourmalines; (2)
amorphous granite (actually, very fine particles) is the result of the thermal metamorphism of coal, and is the last
phase of "coalification”; and (3) lump or vein granite that occurs as massive platy intergrowths of needle like fibers
and is probably hydrothermal in origin.

DESERT VENTIFACTS

Do you know what a ventifact is? Rocks, which have been
etched, polished or sculpted by sand-carry winds, are called
ventifacts. The surface patterns of any particular rocks
depens upon many factors, including its mineral composition,
orientation in relation to the prevailing wind direction and
slope.

Wind is one of the most important agents of erosion in
deserts. The arid environment and spare vegetation leave
the land exposed and vulnerable to the effects of winds and
wind-carried debris. In Coachella Valley for example, strong
winds can last for days and have been known to reach speed
in excess of 100 mph in San Gorgonio Pass. Even moderate
air movements may pickup objects,
such as sand particles, from dry
surfaces and turn them into
projectiles colliding with anything in
their path. The sand-charged
winds are exceedingly abrasive,
etching car windshields, wooden
power poles or solid rock

Spectrum Sunstone Mines
Spectrum Mine is a 20 acre privately owned patented mining claim located 27 miles northeast of Plush,
OR. Once owned by Tiffany’s of New York, it is Oregon'’s first commercially operated Oregon Sunstone
mine. Also, itis one of the richest color Oregon sunstone deposits in the world, producing up to one kilo
of colored sunstones per cubic yard of dirt. In June of 2004 Chris Rose, owner of Spectrum Mine, found
a single pocket that contained ¥ kilo of red labradorite sunstone. As a direct result of this claim Oregon
Sunstones were legally declared a gemstone by the federal government in the 1970’s and then became
the official state gemstone of Oregon in 1987. Oregon is the only place in the world where these rare
red labradorite gemstones can be found. These relatively inexpensive gems come in red, green,
watermelon, dichroic, schiller, clear, and even blue and purple. Most valuable are the red, green,
dichroic (changes color from side-to-side) and color-change (changes color under different lighting conditions). Oregon Sunstones
are plagioclase feldspar formed in lava flows that cover much of southeastern Oregon. Within the lava flow is a matrix in which the
colored sunstones are found. The sunstone flow is usually (not always) covered by a hard cap-rock known as Basalt that can be
up to several feet thick. Feldspar crystals can be found in the Basalt that covers sunstone deposits. Red labradorite or andesine, to
our knowledge, has never been PROVEN to have been found anywhere in the world outside of Oregon. Calling red labradorite
“Sunstone” is confusing because there are several other non related adventurescent gemstones from India and Tanzania being
called sunstone. We use the name Oregon Sunstone to describe the translucent adventurescent/schiller, labradorite/andesine
containing light reflecting native copper platelets. Spectrum Sunstone Mine is open daily to the public for a free sunstone dig and a
variety of other high-grade sunstone fee digs, from May 15th through October 15th (keep all you find)

CLEANING GEODE CENTERS

Do you have trouble getting the polishing powder out of the
centers of geodes after polishing them? Try soaking them in
water for a few days or even a week then squirt them with a
water pick. It also works on crystal clusters to get the muck
and dirt out. The long soaking softens the foreign materials so
squirting water can gradually dislodge it. Rust stains on the
outside of crystals can be removed with rust removers found

at the hardware store.

JALAMA BEACH FIELD TRIP MAY 21-23

PETRIFIED WHALE BONE

On Saturday morning, May 22, the club will be taking a field trip from Jalama Beach to collect
As anyone who has made this trip will tell you, this is a LONG walk, and it is even
longer on the return because of the extra weight. They will also tell you it is well worth it!

If you plan on joining us, pack a lunch and plenty of water, wear comfortable walking shoes, and bring a

whale bone.

backpack or something to carry your treasures back in.

This is one of our favorite field trips. Even if you're not a rock collector
it's a lot of fun. Jalama Beach is a County campground north of Santa
Barbara. There are toilets, showers, a small store with a small disply of
locally found whale bone, agate, Indian artifacts, etc., and a fast food
stand that serves a really great hamburger. There is also an area to
dump your holding tanks, but bring your own water hose because theirs
is always missing. There is no gas here, so if you need to fill up, do it in
Santa Barbara.

Approximately 190 miles from Huntington Beach, Jalama Beach is
close enough for a day trip and the drive up the coast is beautiful, so we
hope to see some of you non-campers there.

We have reserved a group camp site, so you don't pay at the gate. Say
you are with the Santa Ana Rock & Mineral Group, and pay Pam
Greene because the club has already paid for this site. Our site has a
large barbecue pit and a grassy area with plenty of tables to handle
everyone. There is also a large area to pitch tents on the grass.

Petrified wood, sea shells, some jade, travertine whalebone, fossils,
and Indian artifacts can be found along the beach, and in the adjoining
hills. The best digging time for whale bone is low tide - day time. The
digging spot is 2-3 miles down the beach to the second point.

Bring: fire wood, shovel, chisels & sledge to get out travertine and a
back pack to carry material back to camp, warm clothing (it can get cold
and windy), rain gear just in case, sun screen, and potluck supplies for
the great potluck dinner on Saturday evening. You might also bring surf
fishing gear (dig your own sand crabs for bait), or scuba gear (spear
your dinner), and the area is great for kite flying.

Come for the day, or the weekend, you'll have a great time.

SHOP HINTS

Black petrified wood, when polished has no resemblance to
wood at all. It looks like a plain black polished stone. You can
highlight some of the beautiful grain structure by bleaching it.
Soak the cut and sanded pieces in household bleach for 2 to 4
weeks, replenishing the solutions when needed. When the
desired grain contrast has been obtained, remove the pieces,
and polish. Some extremely interesting pieces can be
obtained by this method.

A good all-around glue for gluing bails, pinbacks, bell caps,
etc. is Elmer’s Stix-all. It is non toxic, non flammable, flexible
and strong, as well as impact resistant. While it sets up fast,
complete curing takes 24 hours. Elmer’s Stix-all can be
purchased at most gem shops, hardware and variety stores.

Need two cabs of exactly the same size? Glue two slabs
together with a paper between them. Cut to size, and
separate by soaking in warm water.

Polishing tips
Using material of equal hardness, and high quality stones will
give you the best result. After first coarse run, remove any
stones with pits or those not completely shaped. Run these
again with coarse grit run. Hard material 80-100-220-400;
Medium hard material 100-220-400; or Soft 220-400-600.

Wash everything thoroughly between each change of grit!

When cutting jade, the more milky the water is the better the
grade of jade. If the water isn’'t milky, then you don’t have true

jade — you have something else.
Gem Scoop, via MLMS Ghost Sheet 1/2010

To remove saw oil after cutting, place the slab in a basin filled
with either kitty litter or any type of oil dry. Completely cover
the slab for at least one half hour and then wash with soapy
cool to warm water. Don't use hot water as it may fracture
your slab. Using a small brush will help. If the oil is still
noticeable, use a cleansing powder and brush again and
rinse.
