The birthstones for August are sardonyx and peridot.

Peridot: The New Grolier Electronic Encyclopedia pronounces it "per-i-doh”, but

Webster's Dictionary pronounces it "per-i-dat” so it looks like either way is correct.
Peridot is gem-quality Olivine, a ferromagnesian silicate mineral, and is
transparent olive green with a hardness of 6.5 to 7, a vitreous luster, and
a specific gravity of 3.3 to 3.4.

Peridot is found on Saint John's Island in the Red Sea, in
States. The finest peridot has been produced from the

Burma, and in the southwestern United
mines on Saint John's Island in the Red Sea since at least AD 70. Burmese peridot is noted for its size.

Peridot is associated with the astrological sign of Libra and is assigned to the sun. It is believed to cure liver
disease and dropsy, to free the mind from envious thoughts, and to dispel terrors of the night, for full magical power it
should be set in gold.

Sardonyx: A fibrous, chalcedonic mineral, a banded variety of cryptocrystalline quartz that
is similar to onyx and agate, sardonyx consists of parallel layers of clear red or reddish-brown
carnelian or sard, alternating with layers of white chalcedony. The reddish color is caused by
impurities of iron oxide. As a gem, sardonyx is cut so that the layers are visible on the faces.
It was valued by the Romans and other ancient people. In the middle ages it was believed to
banish grief and woe, and the help bring happiness. It is used in cameos and intaglios. The
chief sources are Brazil, Uruguay, Madagascar, India, and Texas.

HINTS

Did you know that malachite is very poisonous in its raw state?
Never lick the material to see the color. Don't even repeatedly
lick your finger and apply. When you grind, wipe the
contaminated oil off your skin right away. If you smoke and the
taste becomes very sweet you are absorbing the malachite
dust. The copper oxide dust is mixing with the moisture in your
mouth and reacting to the tar in the tobacco, turning it into
saccharin.

UNSOLVED MYSTERIES of OUR WORLD'S PAST

A cube of metal carefully machined, notched and rounded on
one side was found in the center of a block of coal in Austria
in 1885. It's still in the museum in Salzburg and no one can
explain it. Basing their conclusions on the age of the coal
bed, various experts estimate it to be 300,000 years old.

Another enigma is the "Plain of Jars”, in Laos. It came by its
name because it is literally strewn with huge stone jars, some
over 6 feet high. Some are so huge they can hold 6 men.
There are over a thousand of these particular artifacts
scattered over the high plateau surrounded by mountains.
Carved out of limestone and granite, no one knows who
carved them, when, or why? One last mystery, though many
battles have ravaged these plains, most devastating were the
secret battles and air raids of the Second Indochina War.
Hundreds of thousands of bombs rained down upon the
plains, destroying among

others, the beautiful town

of Xiann Kuang, while

running battles were fought

and lost among the jars.

American bombers also

jettisoned unused bombs

over the Plains as they

returned from raids on

Vietnam. Yet, despite all

the surrounding

devastation, the jars were

virtually untouched.

Or, how about Peter T. Lund and the Laserstones of Portland,
Maine. The Laserstones are supposedly a collection of stone
artifacts made by laser, or similar beam technology, some
thousands of years ago. According to a local geophysicist,
"they appear deliberately shaped by a process involving
intense heat." Fashioned from European beach cobbles, they
range from softball size to bigger than a basketball. The cuts
on the stones are made with extreme precision through the
hardest basalt, granite, and other minerals. The manner in
which they were made is inconsistent with any prehistoric
technology. it is, however, totally consistent with the effects,
from a laser beam.

IGNEOUS ROCKS
Igneous rocks are rocks formed underground and aboveground by volcanoes. Aboveground rocks are caused

when melted rock (magma) flows out of a volcano onto all the area around it. When magma appears on the
surface we call it ' lava . As the lava is on the surface it freezes quickly because of the cool atmospheric

climate. These aboveground igneous rocks can also be classified as extrusive igneous

rocks.

Igneous rocks can also be formed underground. These underground rocks can be
described as plutonic or intrusive. They're formed when magma unable to flow
aboveground are trapped in small pockets of the earth's surface. The magma will eventually cool down

over thousands or millions of years.

METAMORPHIC

Metamorphic rocks are rocks that have changed from
sedimentary to igneous rocks. They're formed when rocks
under immense pressure cause heat to build up. When under
these circumstances they change physically and chemically.
Metamorphic means 'changed in form'. A gneiss is an

example of a metamorphic rock.

SEDIMENTARY ROCKS

Sedimentary rocks are formed by pressing sediments (loose particles)
together in land or large expanses of water like seas or lakes. They can
also be made of crystallization (when particles freeze up together) of
dissolved minerals.

Sediments are rock particles such as mud, sand or pebbles which are
brought into the sea by waves or rivers. They can also be remains of
plants or animals. Some different types of sedimentary rocks are:
conglomerate or or breccia and sandstone, siltsonte, shale, akrose, grey
lake and claystone.

TODAY@ JADE

A lot of new material has come on the market lately labeled "genuine jade". It includes

some of the most beautiful and desirable apple green and lavender shades, formerly

the rarest colors. Jewelry made with the jade of these colors now sells for $5 to $50. It

had sold for $500 to $500,000! The difference is the use of new dyes, forced into the raw

material through various "pickling" and vacuum injection processes, probably in China.

While the highest priced jades (as determined by color) have always been imitated, simulated, or
substituted, there has never been the quantity that now appears everywhere. It is found in chain discount stores, the
shops of local jewelers, and of course, the online stores and television shopping networks.

Let's briefly recap what we know about "jade". As popularly used in the U.S., "Jade" refers to two distinct materials,
namely nephrite and jadeite. Nephrite is a calcium magnesium silicate, an amphibole rock in the same
mineralogical series as actinolite and tremolite. Although its hardness is generally recognized in the 6.5 7 range, its
fibrous crystalline structure makes it one of nature's "toughest" materials. It is found throughout the world, comes in
many colors from black to white, and has been used for utilitarian, ceremonial and artistic objects. Jadeite is a
sodium aluminum silicate that also comes in many colors. It is in the pyroxene family and has a hardness range
from 6.75 7.25. Its tight, compact structure also makes it a tough material to work. Once polished, however, it takes
on a glassier sheen than nephrite, making its color appear mote vibrant. Although it is also found throughout the
world, jadeite is much more rare, with Guatemala and Myanmar (Burma) being the only major commercial sources.
Jadeite was introduced from Burma into China only in the 18th century, and quickly supplanted nephrite (the "jade"
used in China for 3,000 years) for jewelry and the most spectacular works of art. Today, both nephrite and jadeite
are popular jewelry stones, with jadeite commanding the much higher price, comparatively.
Recently, large new finds of jadeite have been made in both countries. The new material
includes the most popular colors. The large quantity of jadeite material that has become
available has depressed prices worldwide by 40 75%. But what has totally confused the
market is the mass introduction of dyed materials. The A B C grading system for
untreated/acid treated/dyed material is rarely seen anymore. Marketers are taking advantage of
the current gap in the buying public's knowledge.
